SCHLEICHER COUNTY

A local option election was held on September 6, 1988, in the City of Edgewood, Van 
Zandt County, for the issue of "The 1ega1 sal e of all a1coho1ic beverages for off­
premise consumption only." The election failed by a vote of 306 FOR and 332 
AGAINST. The City of Edgewood, Van Zandt County, was "dry" before the election and 
remains "dry." 

WILBARGER COUNTY 

A local option election was held on January 7, 1989 in Justice Precinct 2, Wilbarger
Chuntys, for the issue of "The legal sale of beer and wine for off-premise 
consumption only." The election failed by a vote of 44 FOR and 84 AGAINST. Justice 
Precinct 2, Wilbarger County, was "dry" before the election and remains "dry." 
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
