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Instructions for 60-Day Sign 
If you’re applying for a new license or permit, you may have to post a sign at your business 
location to notify the public of your intent to sell alcohol. Whether you need a sign depends on if 
your location has been licensed or permitted for on-premises sales in the two years before our 
first review of your application. Search for your address in our Public Inquiry System to check if 
your business must post a sign. 

You must post the sign prominently outdoors at your proposed location for 60 days before 
TABC issues your license or permit. Not displaying the sign correctly for the required period 
could delay your application. 

Businesses must upload a picture of their posted sign (in .jpg format) to the Sixty-Day Sign 
Requirement button on the Alcohol Industry Management System (AIMS) dashboard.
